McCoy is an American icon.  It was
manufactured for eighty years, beginning in
1910 when The Nelson McCoy Sanitary
Stoneware Company was formed.  A successful
enterprise from the start, the company
prospered and for decades, was considered the
premier manufacturer of art pottery in the
United States.  The name was later changed to
Nelson McCoy Pottery and from the 1940’s
through the 1960’s, it produced more pieces of
pottery than all of their American competitors
combined.  After it had been a family owned
company for 57 years, the company was sold in
1967.  It was resold again in 1974 and continued
operation until 1990.

Today, McCoy is still the most famous name in
American pottery and  a leader in the
collectibles market.  Its designs are cherished
by a huge audience of collectors and regarded
with nostalgia by an entire generation who was
raised with McCoy products.
